FIRE RATING — HOW IS FIRE PERFORMANCE MEASURED?

An FRL (fire resistance level) is a handy way of summarising the performance of a building element. It consists of 3
numbers, all given in minutes:

The FyreBOX Maxi or Mini system will achieve the integrity performance for up to 2 hours physically stopping the direct
spread of fire, however the insulation performance of the penetration will be limited to the type of wall being used and
conductivity of the services in the penetration.

INSULATION (TEMPERATURE RISE)

Heat transfer via conduction (or heat rise) will occur through the conductive parts of any penetration system. To limit
the heat rise through the FyreBOX Maxi or Mini penetration systems, our 25mm thick TWRAP foil encased blanket can
be wrapped around the services and metal casing of the FyreBOX to achieve up to 2 hours of insulation performance.
There are some applications that won’t require any TWRAP to achieve the full FRL, please refer to the tables below for
specific details.
